To top it off the evening, attendees received a
Guards 150 Commemorative coin. The committee,
under the meticulous project lead scrutiny of LCol Nick
Curcumelli-Rodostamo, reviewed 20 versions and 3
prototypes of this coin before approving the final design
for production. The early "Cap Badge", shown on the
reverse, has a six pointed star in the centre containing
the initials of the six provinces that were in
Confederation at the time of the formation of The
Regiment, was never worn as a cap badge at all. In fact,
to the best of our knowledge, its appearance on the
GGFG 150th Anniversary Coin is the first time it has
ever been rendered in metal. It was originally printed
on letterhead used by LCol Thomas Ross and used by the
band on sheet music until the 1930s.

Thank you, Nick, for your efforts in seeing this
project through to the end, and for the many other 150

merchandise items you spearheaded. If you were not at

the Ball and would like a coin, they are now for sale
exclusively through CANEX.

Though we did not receive a full shipment of the
commemorative book “The Guards at 150” in time for
the Reunion weekend, the printer provided us with
several copies for people to have a look at and place
their orders. I am pleased to say that they have now
been shipped.

GGFEG at the LPGA CPWomen’s Open

As part of the 150th Regimental Anniversary
activities, the Governor General’s Foot Guards
partnered with Golf Canada in the production and
presentation of the CP Women’s Open at the Ottawa
Hunt and Golf Club August 22 — 28, 2022. The CP
Women’s Open is Canada’s premier professional golf
championship and the only stop of the LPGA Tour in
Canada. The history and link between the GGFG and the
Ottawa Hunt and Golf club runs deep and is very
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distinguished. The founding father and first president of
the Ottawa Hunt and Golf Club was LCol James Woods
who was also the Commanding Officer of the GGFG
from 1910 — 1917. LCol James Woods’ portrait, in
Guard Order tunic, trousers and bearskin is proudly
displayed in the clubhouse of the Ottawa Hunt and Golf
Club. It was therefore only fitting that the GGFG play a

big role in this celebrated event in our 150th year.

The GGFG’s role in the CP Women’s Open was
prominent and varied in a number of areas. Firstly,
through the CP Women’s Open Adopt-a-Golf-hole, the
GGFG was awarded and assigned as exclusive Marshals
programme for hole #5 for the entire CP Women’s
Open. Almost 20 current & former serving Foot
Guards, along with friends of the Regiment volunteered
for early morning, afternoon and late evening shifts,
each day of the tournament. This was an incredibly
exciting and fun tasking as the GGFG “marshals” and our
Colours were front and centre as the world’s best

golfers played their rounds in front of record breaking

crowds.




Additionally, the GGFG provided a sentry in
Guard’s Tunic to tend the flag on the 18th hole during
the Tournament’s Sunday final round. The 18th finishing
hole at the Ottawa Hunt and Golf Club is a majestic par
5 with a green surrounded by an amphitheatre were
thousands of fans watched and cheered on the finale of
the tournament. This final hole was an awesome site on
Sunday’s final round. The weather was perfect, the
Women’s golf was amazing and the excited crowds
circled the entire green. The 18th hole pin on this
Sunday was adorned with a Canadian Flag. As each group
made its way on to the green, the 18th hole pin was
handed to the GGFG member who stood at attention
while the players putted out. As each player finished
their round, they personally made their way over to the
GGFG sentry holding the pin and acknowledged their
presence and service. This ceremonial element was
highly publicized on media and television and gratefully

acknowledged by the tournament and fans alike.

Lastly, but certainly not the least, the GGFG
assisted in the pageantry of the CP Women’s Open
Champion’s trophy ceremony. The trophy presentation
ceremony is a prestigious, highly coveted ceremonial
duty. Appropriately, it was assigned to the GGFG to
highlight our service to community and country, our
history with the Ottawa Hunt and Golf Club and in
recognition to our 150th Regimental Anniversary. Two
GGFG serving members in Guards Tunic and Bearskins

Africa, accompanied by the professional music of the
GGFG Band Fanfare team. Along with being attended
to by the thousands of fans around the 18th green, the

trophy presentation was televised by Canadian and US

networks.

It was quite a process
removing the solid brass barrel for storage, following the
event, and placing it in the weapons vault (a true old
style working party). I would be remiss not to mention
the wonderful music performed during the evening by
our Regimental Band, who performed several sets,
including our Regimental Quick March “Milanollo”. Of
course the room stood to attention as in days of old, for
this one. Lastly our LCC provided a welcome to all,
with news of some of the events of 2022, and leading
the contingent through a Unit memorial service
including the “Last Post” and “Rouse” by the Regimental

Trumpeter.

The well-attended Saturday afternoon visit to
the Canadian War Museum was another highlight of our
Regiment’s 150th weekend celebrations.

It is with heavy harts, the family of Jeffrey
Kilcollins announce his passing, with his family at his
side, at the Ruddy Shenkman Hospice Care Kanata at the
age of 57. Jeff was loved and cherished and will be
missed by many, including his wife of 31 years Tracy
(Towell), his daughters Shelbi and Sierra, mother
Charlene and brother Rodney. They will all treasure the
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many memories they created together. Also survived by
his sisters in law Wendy, Donna and Bonnie. Jeff will be
fondly remembered by his many friends too numerous
to mention.
